· Thank you – Tonight will see many of our P&C executive vacate their position or change roles. I would like to thank them all very much. In my time at Seaham I have seen many great initiatives and programs that have been funded by the P&C. Thanks again for all your hard work. To the new committee I look forward to working with you in the future.
· Staffing – Our 8 permanent classes have settled in well, particularly our new kinders. I have had the pleasure of working with them during literacy groups and am amazed at how well they have settled into routines. The stage 3 buddies have done a great job helping them to settle into school life. Our After School Care facility has moved into the old 1B demountable but I have been informed that this building may be removed shortly.

· New Merit system – The new merit system looks very similar to last year in terms of the bronze, silver and gold, however teachers have spent time coming up with benchmarks for each student to achieve their stamps each week. This will hopefully mean more consistency across stages when it comes to reward time. We will only have one major reward at the end of the year which will be extra special.

· Sport Team Selection Policy – I have attached the DEC policy which was discussed last year as something that was needed. 

· School Planning – the planning continues this term with the final document due by the end of term. I have looked at the responses from our last focus group and have shared them with staff. As we unpack each of our strategies we will try and include these suggestions where possible. The next focus group is on March 11 before our next P&C meeting. 

· Playground – Staff feel portable soccer goals would be better as we use the top playground for a range of sporting activities. Depending on what we choose we may be in a position to share the cost. Also Mrs Bowman and the environment team are beginning to investigate appropriate trees for our playground to start to replace those that were removed.

	Court Update

· Total cost of court has been $30 000 for re-surfacing and line markings and $3 800 for posts

· Fencing options to be researched – S Armitage to see if we can use old fencing. We will need to fundraise to build a new fence. Still looking at possibility of trees as a fencing option.
