	PBL
	· T Dybell presented school’s approach to PBL (Positive Behaviour for Learning). PBL becomes consistent throughout school and community so language being used at school is the same as the language being used at home.

· Students and teachers have been asked what they would like the school to look like, feel like, sound like, how are we going to act? School needs to develop their “universals” – outlining what they would like the school to achieve.

· School would like feedback from parents about what they would like the school to feel like / sounds like / looks like / how are we all going to act? This feedback was given.
· Students then have specific lessons explicitly teaching PBL expectations. This will start in 2016.

· Program includes reward systems and parent feedback will be required throughout the entire process.
