	Principal

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Principal’s Report — June 2012

Staffing- Merit selection panel has met today and conducted interviews for the Principal’s
position. Mrs Maier has officially accepted the position to continue as P‘rincipal at Glen
William for the remainder of the year. Mrs Atchison will continue on as year 2 teacher and is
very happy and keen to do so.

Some changes in staffing and funding for students with special needs is about to commence
in Term 3. Students with lesser needs will not be funded as they have been. Instead schools
receive a budget to use to support these students as well as to provide professional learning
for teachers. This new organisation comes under the title — Every student, Every School. We
will also receive an additional staff member for two days per'week. This person (Marilyn
Willoughby) will support our Learning Support Team (LST) to support students falling below
benchmark levels and those students who receive (or used to receive) integration funding.

We also welcome Lisa Patfield to our staff. Lisa is recovering from an injury and has
completed a ‘back to work’ trial under workcover as a Teacher’s Aide. The trial went well so
Lisa will now continue on for a further twelve months. We pay Lisa and then workcover
reimburses us the full amount so it is a win win situation. Lisa will work Mondays,
Wednesdays and Fridays mainly in the infant’s area. Mrs Lawler has reported that it is a
great help to have an extra set of hands in the kinder room during these times.

We have an intern or prac. teacher in Mrs Dybell’s class for four weeks. Daniel Jackson is in
his second year at Newcastle University. He started last Monday and is enjoying his stay thus
far. '

New Equipment — Thank you to the P&C for the new sand toys. | haven’t put them all out
yet but am just replacing a few old items with new as the need arises.

Literacy organisation — | have started looking at our reading resources and making sure that
what we do have is levelled correctly and accessible to teachers. Part of our plan is to ensure
all students are levelled and reading at their instructional or correct level. We now have a
data collection space on our shared computer drive. This assessment collection will include
their reading level and maths assessment as well. | will be supporting guided reading in the
classroom and working with our teachers to analyse each student’s reading. This will
hopefully help teachers to organise groups according to their level and reading needs.
Having me in the room, working with a group will also free up the teacher a little when
managing the class.

Technology — The new website is up and running. It was supposed to replace the old one
however | have noticed that some links still take you to the old site. At the moment P&C info
is found under the ‘Our School’ page under ‘Getting Involved’. It seems a little hidden.
Perhaps | could add a new specific P&C link on the front cover. | have made Kerri an author
so between us we will decide how best to organise the P&C info with your help.
